














I'd like to tell you a bit more about the BAsics bus tour. The tour will assemble a crew of volunteers from across the country–of different ages, experiences, and nationalities–who think BA's vision and works need to be known throughout society. The last leg of the tour in May went to parts of the South, including Sanford, Florida, where Trayvon Martin was killed. Starting in mid-July, the next leg of the tour is hitting New York, the financial center of imperialism, with incredible wealth right next to neighborhoods that have been left to rot by the system. The bus tour will bring the message of revolution and introduce people to Bob Avakian, including to those who are beginning to fight the power. This will bring a fresh wind of the possibility of a whole new world, attracting people's hopes for humanity and outrage at the world as it is...stirring up controversy, deep engagement and critical thinking. It will bring the answers people desperately need about the way out of all this and involve people in different ways in the mass campaign I mentioned earlier: BA Everywhere! Imagine the Difference It Could Make! This is needed now more than ever, and if this is accomplished, it will make a very big difference.





The core script:








I am calling about a major campaign we're in the midst of, called BA Everywhere… Imagine the Difference It Could Make. BA stands for Bob Avakian, and this campaign is out to raise big money to project his revolutionary vision and works into every corner of society. As part of this, a BAsics bus tour is hitting New York City and surrounding areas in mid-July. We're raising $50,000 for this. Are you familiar with Bob Avakian or with his book BAsics?
