As a result of this horrific
experience, many victims of
waterboarding have experienced
prolonged mental suffering for
years and even decades.

Waterboarding is, without a
doubt, torture. It causes
severe physical suffering. It
may cause severe pain. If
uninterrupted, waterboarding

will cause death by suffocation.

Waterboarding is a
crime against
humanity.
Those who
approve it and
order its use are
criminals.
