Afghanistan, May 2009. Seven-year-old Frishta was wounded in a U.S.
air strike in Farah province. Night raids, special operations, covert
assassinations, extrajudicial killings, drone strikes, the use of military
contractors, massive detentions and torture, and all-around terror are
embedded in the nature of the U.S. occupation. On February 12, 2010,
near Gardez, U.S. soldiers killed 5 people in a 3 am attack on a
household that had just been celebrating the naming of a newborn.
Eight survivors were arrested and flown to a U.S. military base, held for
four days and interrogated. All were released without charges. (See
page 3 for more on the criminal U.S. war in Afghanistan.)
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Nigeria, December 2005. People in Asagba Okwan Asarama evacuate
