
About PRLF: Prisoners Revolutionary Literature Fund (PRLF) is an 
educational literature fund that fills requests from U.S. prisoners for 
revolutionary literature. 
 
2.4 million people in the U.S. are imprisoned, the highest per capita rate in 
the world. One in nine black men between 20 and 34 are imprisoned - a 
higher rate than in apartheid South Africa. One-third of the women in prison 
in the world are in prison in the U.S. Many super-max prisons here openly 
violate international standards of torture. 
 
In the face of all this, many prisoners, who society calls the "worst of the 
worst" or "incorrigible," are going through a transformation, changing how 
they understand the world and their role in it, because of “BAsics, from the 
talks and writings of Bob Avakian”, Revolution newspaper (www.revcom.us) 
and other revolutionary literature sent to them by PRLF.
